Woodland Hills Event Policies 

 Unless arranged prior to the day of the event, there will be 

a 5% billing fee for any invoice not paid the day of the 

event. 

 Shotgun starts require a minimum of 72 players weekdays, 

and 120 players on the weekends. 

 Full field shotgun start times are 8:00am or 2:00pm unless 

otherwise agreed to by Woodland Hills. 

 A minimum (billable) number of players must be agreed 

to 8 days prior to the event for tee time events. 

 All food and beverages will be purchased through 

Woodland Hills Golf Course.  No outside food or 

beverage will be allowed on the property without prior 

consent of Woodland Hills Golf Course. 

 A minimum of 24 players are required for event pricing 

and services. 

 Modified shotgun starts are available in some cases 

(groups without the required number of players listed 

above).  Please contact PGA Professional Tom Erlandson 

for more information. 

 It is the hosts responsibility to staff the check in area, and 

to provide “hole sitters” for on course games or contests.  

Woodland Hills can supply staff for some events for a fee.  

Please ask Tom for information. 

 It is the organizers responsibility to make sure all players 

are aware of the dress code.  Men must wear shirts with 

sleeves, and no cut off shorts for men or women.
